Wolverhampton Wanderers 2  Manchester City 1

Handicapped more than any other competition by the restrictions of the nation’
energy crisis, the Football Leagne Cup nevertheless provided an enthralling
Wembley climax in its fourteenth year. The absence of artificial light led to a
series of postponements, re-arrangements, and kick-offs nearer noon than night,
all of which, together with a liberal sprinkling of replays, made the preliminaries
as difficult to follow as a badly written detective story. But out of the mean-
derings and into the last chapter came Manchester City and Wolverhampton
Wanderers, both semi-final winners when form at last proved reliable,

City ended the romance of a challenge by Plymouth Argyle, who exhibited the
same kind of flair for the unexpected that had once brought Third Division
success in the League Cup to Queen’s Park Rangers and Swindon Towa.
Plymouth had not been favoured by the draw, but under the shrewd tactical
guidance of their young manager Tony Waiiers, they travelled with the optimism
of the Pilgrim Fathers. Queen’s Park Rangers, Burnley, and Birmingham were
all beaten on their own grounds, and indeed Plymouth led, through Steve Davey,
halfway through the first of their two semi-finals with Manchester City, Then
logic and City took over. Booth equalised and Lee and Bell ended the dream
with emphatic goals at Maine Road. City might have expected a harder fight, for
they had taken three games to beat Walsall, and two to beat both York and
Coventry in earlier rounds,

Wolves’ progress had been more serene, but they leant heavily on the oppor-
tunism of John Richards to reach Wembley for the first time since 1960—the
days of Slater, Clamp, and Broadbent. It was to Richards® credit that he lived
through an early-season period in which he was starved of goals, but now his
pace and finishing ability produced the moment and the goal which ended
Liverpool’s bid in the fifth round. That match was played on a Wednesday
afternoon; the first of their semi-finals came on a Wednesday night; the second
was on a Saturday afternoon. If those arrangements emphasised the bittiness of
the tournament, they did not confuse Richards, who was the only Wolves
scorer in both semi-finals against last year’s losing finalists, Norwich City. His
second goal, from a definitive Wolves’ move—the goalkeeper’s clearance flicked
on by Dougan and finished by Richards—clinched the tie, and Norwich's only
interest at Wembley was that their manager of a vear ago, Ron Saunders, was
now in charge of Manchester City.

The balance of experience, heavily in favour of Manchester City in the original
selections, was tilted further when Parkes was declared unfit and Gary Pierce,
with a handful of First Division games behind him, came into the Wolves goal
on his 23rd birthday. But it was the Wolves players, who had never savoured
the Wembley taste before, who had the larger appetite in a first half in which
competitiveness occasionally gave way to violence, The captain, Bailey, became
the game’s most influential figure, and it was he who began a move just before
half-time that included a cross from Palmer. If the fall-back’s aim was Richards,
he unintentionally found a better target, and Hibbitt volleyed home with what
he later admitted to be a mis-kick.
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City’s retaliation in the second half earned a goal from Bell, left unmarked
from Marsh’s cross, and though Munro and McAlle straight-jacketed Lee and
Law, it looked to be City’s match until nine minutes from time. Then Richards,
playing under the disability of a pelvic strain, once again made the vital move,
His chance finally came from a Marsh mis-kick after Bailey and Sunderland
had begun the move—Ileaving the City forward so distressed that he refused to
collect his loset’s trophy—and simple though it was, Richards scored decisively.
For the rest, the second half had belonged to Pierce, whose positive positioning
and inspired shot-stopping had prevented City from taking a firmer hold.

Perhaps Wolves won because their motivation had been greater. It was the
club’s first success since 1960, the first winner’s medal for Dougan in 17 years,
and for Bill McGarry in a much longer career as player and manager. The City
players, with enough mementoes to fill many a glass case, seemed among
Wembley’s happiest losers.
