FA Cup 1973-74

After the surprise and romance of Sunderland’s FA Cup in 1973, the 1974 competition
had a more predictable, down-to-earth plot. Nevertheless it created a Wembiey
occasion worthy of the tournament, for in the finalists, Liverpool and Newcastle
United, it brought together two of the most vociferously-supported clubs in the land,
If the passion and single-mindedness of these followers destroyed one facet of Wem-
bley’s tradition by their refusal to prelude the final with the hymn Abide With Me,
they created a gripping atmosphere for the game,

Neither ¢lub earned their Wembley place without tasting the essence of the FA Cup,
where football’s jungle law of the large devouring the small sometimes loses its validity.
Both could have left the competition sensationally in the third round, Liverpool,
hosts at Anfield to Doncaster Rovers, then 92nd in the Football League, trailed 1-2,
fashioned an equaliser, and then suffered endless dramas around their goalmouth
before a replay and a more logical pattern of play followed.

Newcastle escaped worse ignominy when Hendon, in the last year of amateur
football, paid a tribute to the standards of the Rothmans Isthmian League (already
vaunted by Walton & Hersham’s 4-0 first round win at Brighton) by drawing at
St James’s Park, But Newcastle, like Derby County who were held at home by Boston,
came through a second tie to leave Hereford, conquerors of West Ham, and Wrexham,
comfortable winners at Crystal Palace, as flag-bearers for the lower ranks.

While Wrexham again played David to Middlesbrough’s Goliath in the fourth
round, the two finalists had further flirtations with disaster. Newcastle, showing an
increasing allergy to devouring small fry at their own table, could only draw 1-1 with
Scunthorpe, while Liverpool could not fashion a goal at home to Carlisle. Again
replays away from home proved more suited to their tastes,

It was a contradiction of expected form that Arsenal could not match in their fourth
round clash with Aston Villa. Unconvincing at home, they were fortunate to draw
after the visitors had lost striker Morgan for an alleged transgression of which he
was later exonerated. At Villa Park, Morgan’s early revenge with & headed goal
opened the road to a comfortable win for the Second Division side.

Newcastle’s more relaxed mood away from home again paid dividends in the fifth
round when they demolished West Bromwich Albion at the Hawthorns, Liverpool,
meanwhile, found First Division opposition more familiar in beating Ipswich, and
the stories of the round were to be found elsewhere, At Southampton, a headed goal
by the youthful Smallman added another illustrious scalp to Wrexham's belt. And
above all at Leeds. Unbeaten in domestic competition, Don Revie's side had been
forced to exhibit their resilience in a competitive draw at Bristol City. The replay
provided the classic moment of unpredictability on which knock-out competitions
thrive; a goal from ex-merchant seaman Don Gillies scuppered the stately progress
of Leeds, and caused sufficient waves to roughen the last weeks of a seemingly smooth
passage to the League title,

In the sixth round a solitary Liverpool goal from John Toshack accounted for
Bristol City, while Wrexhasn could not quite match their Southampton form at
Burnley. With Leicester City earning their semi-final Place at the expense of the knock-
about skiils of Queens Park Rangers, only Newcastle’s position in the last four
temained in any doubt., They had apparently earned it amid blazing controversy
with a 4-3 home win over Nottingham Forest. Forest had taken an early lead through
Bowyer, Craig had managed an equaliser but the Second Division side led again
through O'Kane and then increased that advantage through a Lyall penalty against
which Howard had protested so vigorously as to be sent off. Incensed Newcastle fans
could finally contain their emotion no longer; as they spilled on to the playing area
in their hundreds referee Gordon Kew had to remove the players from the pitch,

When order was restored, so was Newcastle’s form. A two-goal deficit was trans-
formed into a one-goal win, but Forest, like an impeded Jockey, objected to the running
of the race; Forest protested that their players had been attacked by the supporters
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and their confidence on the resumption had been thus undermined; Newcastle argued
that Forest had accepted the decision to continue and should abide by the consequences.
In the event the FA wiped the match from the records and ordersd the tie to be re-
started on a neutral ground, Goodison Park. Unlike the goal-feast of St James’s 2
goaliess draw resulted, and Goodison again staged the replay, much to the chagrin
of the Forest camp who felt that by now they had done enough to earn a tie on their
own ground., One goal, from Malcolm Macdonald, finally confirmed Newcastle’s
semi-final piace. .

It was a goal which prolonged Macdonald’s run of scoring in every round, and after
much predicting in the mould of Muhammed Ali he extended the feat through the
semi-final, There his self-belief, as much as his pace and finishing ability, destroyed
Burnley as he scored twice in the second half, The Lancashire side, while creating
as many chances, lacked the conviction of the Newcastle striker in converting them and
becamme the losers of an attractive tie. |

Liverpool dominated but could not beat Leicester at Old Trafford and the contest
produced no goals until the second half of the replay. Then a scrambled goal for
Liverpool which went in off Weller was quickly countered by Glover, but Toshack
created an electrifying goal for Keegan and then scored himself to turn a Liverpool
versus Newcastle final from expectancy into reality.

The final, too, produced a period of stalemate. Throughout the first half Newcastle,
sadly without the long-serving but injured Craig, for whom the 19-year old Kennedy
deputised, matched the steam-rolling efficiency and endless running of Liverpool. In
midfield their four men, Smith, McDermott, Cassidy, and Hibbitt, strung across the
pitch to destroy the timing in the Liverpool engineroom of Callaghan, Cormack, and
Hall. And though Macdonald and Tudor could find not the slightest chink in the
Liverpooi defence, there were precious few openings for the opposing forwards.

Any pre-match doubts about Liverpool surrounded their lack of scoring power and
it looked particularly significant early in the second half when a stunning shot from
Lindsay beat McFaul only to be discounted because Keegan had been flagged offsids,
But within a few minutes what had looked to be a valuable opportunity lost proved
to be just a foretaste of what was to come. In the 57th minate the other full-back,
Smith, was allowed to place a cross into the half-circle on the edge of the Newcastle
area. Hall’s gymnastic attempts to make meaningful ¢ontact failed but were enough
to draw Moncur towards him away from Keegan. Before the gap could be sealed the
agile striker had controlied with great economy and volleyed high to McFaul's left;
the Irishman reached the shot but could not divert it sufficiently. There was not enough
resilience in Newcastle to recover from the blow.

Toshack’s superiority to Howard in the air showed positive reward when he, plus a
sensitive, unselfish run off the ball by Keegan, sent Heighway clear for a second goal,
all this before Macdonald managed the first of just two mishit drives with his celebrated
left foot. Then with the red and white ribbons already tied to the Cup, Keegan became
the day’s popular hero with his second score. An eleven-pass move had begun with
the purpose of maintaining possession, but became distinctly positive in its middle
when the ball reached Smith. A one-two with Heighway took him close to the bye-line
and the fiercely struck low cross slithered to the far side of the goal where an unmarked
Keegan turned the ball in.

For Newcastle, it was a record eleventh Final appearance and their first Wembley
defeat. But after 19 years without a major domestic honour one suspected that for
them reaching Wembley itself was a triumph; Liverpool already with one second place,
in the League, had marginally the greater motivation, and on the day it showed.
