F.A. CUP 1974-75

For only the second time in its illustrious history, the FA cup produced an all-London
final, And if the climax to the season’s competition became a little parochial as a result,
the build-up nevertheless contained much of the very essence of knock-out football.
Altrincham, Wimbledon, Leatherhcad, Wycombe Wanderers and Stafford Rangers had
carried the flame of non-Le hopes and burned the fingers of top-line opposition;
while Fulham of the Second Division built -a fairytale which only collapsed at the
reality of Wembley itself, :

Fulham and West Ham United emerged from a tournament in which the guerrilla
forces from the outposts of footbail had regularly outflanked the organised armies of
the larger clubs. Wimbledon, for example, won the year's most meritorious victory, a
1-0 sensation in the third round on the ground of First Division front-runners, Burnley —
a feat they almost matched by holding Leeds to a goalless draw at Elland Road where
Dickie Guy, part-time goalkeeper and full-time tally clerk, strung together a succession
of breathtaking saves culminating in the stopping of a Peter Lorimer penalty; only a
cruelly deflected own goal brought back Leeds’ dignity in the replay.

Leatherhead entered the third round by beating Colchester, then defeated Brighton at
the Goldstone Ground by means of a stunning solo goal from striker Chris Kelly, and
actually led Leicester 20 at Filbert Street before the fates and the Leicester strikers
decided that enough was enough. Stafford accounted for Stockport County, Halifax,
and Rotherham in an orgy of giant-killing, while Altrincham, encouraged by their first
round sealping of Scunthorpe, held Everton to a 1-1 draw at Goodison Park. Wycombe
Wanderers came within inches of sending Middlesbrough sliding to defeat down their
sloping Loakes Park pitch.

First Division teams dropped like flies in the face of Jower grade opponents.
Nottingham Forest, inspired by the new presence of Brian Clough, held Spurs at the
City Ground and then beat them at White Hart Lane. Aspiring Aston Villa continned
their impressive Leagne Cup form by putting four goals past Sheffield United. Walsall
brought back memories of their historic win over Arsenal by eliminating Newcastle,
having already ended the Cup hopes of Manchester United. But the most devastating
destroyers of the upper echelon were Fulham.

The Second Division club, more memorable in recent years for the jokes of-their
chairman Tommy Trinder and the siting of their ground alongside the Boat Race course
on the Thames than for jts playing record, suddenly belied its easy-going image.
Uplifted by the off-the-field pairing of the ebullient and experienced Alec Stock with
the shrewd tactical coaching skills of Bill Taylor, and inspired on the pitch by the
F.loquent skills of Bobby Moore and Alan Mullery, Fulham stuttered into all-conquering

orm. :

The stutter covered rounds three and four, when they took seven games to put out
Second Division rivals Hull City and Notti Forest. But the concentrated activity
played them into form. Playing relaxed and open football, they unnerved Everton at
Goodison, where two goals from Viv Busby, one a tap-in the other a defily controlled
shot on the turn, eamed a memorable victory in which the astuteness of ‘their two
former England captains played an outstanding part.

A trip to Carlisle, one of the most successful home clubs in the country, seemed scant
reward, but Fulham rode the blow. While the much-improved Peter Mellor held firm
against a wave of local attacks, a slip by Ross at the other end enabled Barrett to pilfer
the decisive goal to take the West London club into the semi-final. There, the introduc-
tion of John Mitchell into their attack was to prove too much for further First Division
opposition, Birmingham City, The young forward’s sweetly struck volley provided a
climax to an hour of Fulham domination at Hillsborough before, on the brink of their.
first final, belief secemed to waver and Gallagher capitalised on the uncertainty to
equalise. At Maine Road their chance seemed to have gone as Birmingham revealed
their trie colours and carried to fight to Moore and his defence. But Fulham survived,
and their early round experience of extra time brought fortification; with just nine
secondsremaining, Mitchell forced the ball over the line with his shoulders and this time
that lack of belief could not be put to the test. .

On the same night, West Ham earned their Wembley place at the expense of Ipswich,
again after a replay, and if Mitchell was Fulham’s hero, the East London club produced
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their own *Ray of the Rovers® in 21-year-old Alan Taylor. Signed from Rochdale only
in November and only on condition that he was not Cup-tied, Taylor scored twice to
beat Ipswich, who had been arguably the better side in both games, and thus emulated
a similar two-goal performance in the previous round against Arsenal,

West Ham had won the Cup in 1964 after reaching the final in a run which included
wins over Swindon and two London sides. Now they repeated the pattern beating
Swindon in the fourth round, Queens Park Rangers in the fifth, and Arsenal in the sixth.
John Lyall, West Ham’s new manager, had missed that final through injury, but
Fulham's lynch-pin, Moore, had lifted the Cup that day as West Ham's captain.

It was a conflict which added spice to the flavour of the final, Moore against so many
of his old friends, an unexpected extension of a great career. Similarly Mullery, whose
unstinting efforts as Fulham’s captain had won him the Footballer of the Year
Statuette, was returning to an arena he had graced during his distinguished England
days. And on the day Fulham, guided by wisdom beyond the experience of any West
Ham player, settled first.

Their accurate passing had been a feature of their play throughout the competition,
and it enabled them to find their way around the Wembley pitch at least until they met
the rocky route to goal. Though Fulham continually impressed thronghout the first
half, only a thumping header from the tall threatened Day’s goal. Then early in
the second period, Mitchell wriggled clear of Lock and volleyed with power and
acecuracy only for Day to fashion a brave block. From that point the match turned
away from them. .

On the hour Holland, preferred to the experienced Gould, robbed Cutbush and made
tracks up the left touchline, His short pass found Jennings whose instant left-footed
shot could not be held by Mellor; as the ball ran loose Taylor, lurking predatorially for
such situations, drove it back through Mellor’s legs and in. Within five minutes Holland
curved a beautiful pass into the path of Paddon, and as Melor wastefully dropped the
midfield man’s shot Taylor arrived on cue to snaffle a second.

Mitchell’s persistence made himself another chance but as his shot bounced out off
Day’s body, Fulbam had no Taylor to convert the chance and though Busby might
have done better with a header, West Ham dominated the last stretches of the match.
As the West Ham fans were traditionally blowing their bubbles, Fulham’s had burst.
